Use of the banking cards in the Islamic banks

Nowadays the banking card is one of the most important modernized
means of payment. It allows its holders to acquire goods and services from
trading points, having a contract with the issuer banks, and to withdraw
easily cash money from the automatic distributors by either deducting
directly the cost or the amount from his account at the bank or charging a
debt to his account, here the bank promises to carry out his payments in
return of interests.

In regard to the granted entrust, the banking card can be divided into:

— Credit cards: which allow their holders to acquire goods and services and
to withdraw cash, according to the entrusting roof granted by the bank in
return of interests.

— Non credit cards: which allow their holders to acquire goods and services
and to withdraw cash, with a direct deduction of the cost amount from the
bank account.

There are five main parties in a banking card contract: the Organization in
charge of the card, Issuer Bank, Acquirer Bank, holder, Merchant. Each
party gains returns and of course assumes certain costs.

Some Islamic banks are currently issuing banking cards to a large number of
their customers in accordance with the Islamic law with legal and practical
restraints.

The banking cards have economic and social effects on the society. It is
possible to avoid their negative effects and to keep the positive ones by

adopting the notions of the Islamic economy in maturing the consumption.
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Hence, the Islamic cards contribute effectively in the development of the
society.

In this paper, we have exacted on three main points:
-The first point: the meaning of the banking cards, their definition,
establishment, their types and all the relative aspects.
- The second point: the jurisprudence adaptation of the banking cards and
the out coming contractual relations and its adaptation according to the
Islamic contracts known in the Islamic jurisprudence and some of the legal
related questions.
— the third point: the role of the banking Islamic cards in the development
of the society, which has shed light on the restraints in issuing the banking
cards in the Islamic banks, their possible alternatives, the modern applications
in some Islamic banks, the extent of cards effect on the development of the
society and the solutions provided by the Islamic economy in treating their
bad effects and making them more positive.
