In the second chapter: | addressed in it, the position of Christianity
concerning experimental sciences through the following points: the meaning of
science in Christian texts, the general situation in Europe during the middle
ages, the cleric is the spiritual guide of community, the repression of science by
the church in the name of religion, criticism of church, intellectual revolution.

The third chapter: in which | exposed the position of Islam regarding
experimental science through the following points:

Muslims and experimental science, the movement of transcription and
trandation, experimental methodology and its proprieties to Muslims, legacy of
Islam in experimental science, the means by which Islamic civilization reached
Europe, the impact of Islamic civilization on global civilization.

However, the most important results of the thesis. there was a huge
difference between Islamic ideology based on freedom of thought and the
