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Summary thesis

The addition of lettersin the Arabic language is a
general feature which it is related to the three
components: the noun, the verb and the character. The
additional letters are the linguistic link between the
sciences of the Arabic language.
the addition of the letters was widely spread in the
Koran and the Arabic speaking.

Therearetwo groups of lettersadded :

The construction letters, in number of ten, carry
different connotations which are distributed on the
syntax ; and the meaning letters which change the
word grammarian condition, provide the meaning of
the affirmation. Adding letters to the nouns and to the
verbsin the Arabic-speaking isnot a very frequent fact,
but the grammarians do not agree on the rules of these
additions. This thesis consists of an introduction, three
chapters and a conclusion. The notion of addition and

its content are developed in the introduction; the
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first chapter is dedicated to the process of adding the
construction letters, whereas the study of the meaning
letter s addition, either agreed or disputed, isthe subject
of the second chapter. In the third and final chapter,
the addition feature is analyzed in the Koranic script
and in the Arabic prosody. But the letters added in the
writing of the Koranic verses are constantly transcribed
without being pronounced, in contrast to the addition in
the Arabic prosody, which is a verbal addition, unlike
the use of the Arabic language. This addition aims
phonetic goals related to emotional and linguistic
situations.

In conclusion, my thesis leads to this result among
the most important: When the addition of the lettersis
perfectly consistent with the turns of phrases, it gives
the text a linguistic and emotional harmony. The
addition is usually a transposed style which confers
functional changes on the texts and contexts; it is also
an effective linguistic tool taking into account the place

of the speaking and the need of the speaker.
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
